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@®Because the movement for democracy spread across the
world, the movement which asked politics to reflect people's
opinion became active. People demanded that everyone
had the right to vote [Taishoo demokurashii (Taishoo
democracy)].

@ The poor workers and farmers asked for more prosperity.
And the movement to extend women's rights developed.
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@ Because the price of rice soared in 1918, riots happened
in all over Japan. Japanese government oppressed the riots
with the power of the military. As a result the requirement of
people's rights spread even more.

@By the end of the Meeji Period, nearly 100% of people
attended elementary schools. In the Taishoo Period, people
who got higher education increased rapidly.
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€ On the September 1st 1923, a great earthquake occurred
in Tokyo and Yokohama [Kantoo Dai-shinsai (the Great
Kantoo Earthquake)]. More than 3.4 million people were
seriously affected, and about 110 thousand people were
killed. The Japanese capital Tokyo caught fire and burned.

@ In the confusion after the earthquake, false rumors such
as riots by Koreans spread in the Kantoo district, and many
Koreans and Chinese people were massacred.
