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@®After Dai-ichi-ji Sekai Taisen (World War | ), America
became the most prosperous country in the world. When
America fell into the depression in 1929, it also extended all
over the world. Many banks and factories failed and many
people lost their jobs [Sekai Kyookoo (the Great Depres-
sion)].

@ America aimed for an economic recovery with investment
in public works. Britain and France increased trades with its
colonies and restricted foreign trades with other countries
[Burokku Keezai (the Bloc Economy)]
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@Because Britain and France restricted foreign trades, the
trades of Germany, Italy and Japan declined and their
business declined.

@In Germany, Hitler imposed a dictatorship. Hitler claimed
to make the military stronger and the territory wider in order
to make Germany wealthier. He cracked down on anti-Hiller
movements [Fashizumu (Fascism)]. In Italy, Mussolini also
imposed a dictatorship.
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@In Japan, many people fell into poverty due to the depres-
sion. The idea to invade Manshuu (Manchuria) for the
economic recovery spread mainly within the military authori-
ties. There were plenty of natural resources and farmland in
Manchuria.

@In 1931, the Japanese army brought about an incident of
a railway explosion in Manchuria and occupied there
[Manshuu Jihen (the Manchurian Incident)]. Then the army
annexed Manchuria from China. The Chinese government
raised the issue of Japanese army in Kokusai Renmee (the
League of Nations).
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from the year 1926 to the year 1989
the period when Japan lost the war and was born again
(1)from the Great Depression to the Japanese-Chinese War
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@ The League of Nations ordered Japanese army to leave
Manchuria. But Japan didn't obey the order and withdrew
from the League of Nations. After that many Japanese
people moved to Manchuria according to governmental
appeal.

@In 1937, the war between Japan and China occurred
[Nicchuu Sensoo (the Japanese-Chinese War)]. America
and Britain supported China. Japan expected to win easily,
but the resistance of Chinese people was so strong that the
war continued for a long time.
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@1n 1939, the German military invaded Poland. Britain and

France opposed Germany and a war began [Dai-ni-ji Sekai

Taisen (World Warll)]. Germany defeated France and
occupied the most of Europe. Germany massacred many
Jews. America took the side of Britain.

@®Japan formed an alliance with Germany and ltaly.
America criticized Japan and banned oil exports to Japan.
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@In December 1941, Japan attacked the American military
base in Hawaii and began the war with America and Britain
[Taiheeyoo Sensoo (the Pacific War)]. For the first half a
year Japanese power was strong, so it occupied the South-
east Asia and the islands of the South Pacific Ocean from
one to the next. These areas had been the colonies of the
Western countries.

@ Japanese military forced people of occupied areas to
cooperate. The Japanese military taught the local children
Japanese language in schools.
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@When Japan fought China, Japan attacked big cities like
Shanghai or Nanjing and many Chinese people became
victims. Chinese people resisted Japan unitedly. The people
in the Southeast Asia and the islands of the South Pacific
Ocean also made resistance groups against Japan.

@ Because the war with China continued for a long time and

war fronts were extended, Japanese military suffered from
shortage of fuel and food.
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from the year 1926 to the year 1989
the period when Japan lost the war and was born again
(2)World War Il and the beginning of the Pacific War
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@After a half year when the Pacific War began, America
strengthened its military power and recaptured the islands
of the Pacific Ocean. After America occupied Saipan, it
started bombing Japanese cities.

@ The Japanese government made Kokka-soo-dooin-hoo
(the National General Mobilization Act) and forced all the
people to cooperate with the war. People suffered from the
shortage of food, but they couldn't oppose the war.
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@In September 1943, Italy surrendered and Germany also
did in May 1945. In March 1945, bombing attacks targeted
Tokyo and one hundred thousand or more people were
killed. In March, the American military landed on Okinawa
and one hundred forty thousand people were killed.

@In July 1945, America, Britain and China made an appeal
to the Japanese government to surrender [Potsudamu
Sengen (the Potsdam Declaration)]. However the Japanese
government ignored the appeal and continued the war.

@In August, America dropped two atomic bombs at
Hiroshima (6th) and Nagasaki (9th). More than one hundred
forty thousand people were killed in Hiroshima and seventy
thousand or more in Nagasaki.

€0n 9th August, the Soviet Union military broke the
neutrality agreement with Japan and attacked in Manshuu
(Manchuria) and Korea. Then the Japanese government
decided to surrender at last. On 15th August, Ten-noo (the
Emperor) addressed the surrender to the people on the
radio.
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from the year 1926 to the year 1989
the period when Japan lost the war and was born again
(3)the end of World War Il and new Japan
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@Many Japanese people were killed on the way from the
Chinese Continent and the Korean Peninsula to Japan. The
children who couldn't come back to Japan became the
left-behind orphans. The Soviet Union military took six
hundred thousand Japanese to Siberia.

@ The General Headquarters of the Supreme Commander
for the Allied Powers (GHQ) which was consisted mainly
from American military occupied Japan after the surrender
of Japan. GHQ broke up the Japanese military and
promoted democratization of Japan.
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€0n November 1946, the Japanese government
proclaimed Nippon-koku Kenpoo (the Constitution of
Japan). There are three principles of the Constitution; 1 the
Sovereignty of the people, 2 Respect for fundamental
human rights, 3 the Pacifism. Japan has decided not to
have any military so as not to fight a war again.

@ Japan made Kyooiku Kihon-hoo (the Fundamental Law of
Education) which aimed for free and equal education. All
men and women over twenty-years-old gained the right to
vote in the new election law. Some women became mem-
bers of parliament.
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@®In Dai-ni-ji Sekai Taisen (World War Il), fifty million or
more people were killed. The people of the whole world
strongly desired not to fight a war again. In October 1945,
the victorious nations gathered and made Kokusai Rengoo
(the United Nations ).

@But the conflict between the capitalist countries around
America and the socialist countries around the Soviet Union
began. A nuclear arms race between two groups grew
violent.
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@®In China, the Chinese Nationalist Party (Capitalist) and
the Chinese Communist Party (Communist) fought with
each other after World Warll. In 1949, the Communist
Party won and established the People's Republic of China.
The Nationalist Party ran away to Taiwan.

@In the Korean Peninsula, the Soviet Union occupied the
part north of 38 degrees latitude and America occupied the
southern part. The Democratic People's Republic of Korea
(North Korea, Kita Choosen) was established in the north,
and the Republic of Korea (South Korea, Kankoku) in the
south. In 1950, Choosen Sensoo (the Korean War)
happened between two countries.
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from the year 1926 to the year 1989
the period when Japan lost the war and was born again
(4)the postwar world and Japanese return to the international community
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@ America sent a support military to South Korea and China
sent it's military to North Korea in this war. Because Ameri-
can military in Japan moved to Korea, Japan made
Keesatsu-yobi-tai (the National Police Reserve) under the
order of the GHQ (the General Headquarters of the
Supreme Commander for the Allied Powers). In 1953, there
was a cease fire of the Korean War. Then Keesatsu-yobi-tai
be changed to Jiee-tai (the Self-Defense Forces of Japan).

@ America bought a large amount of materials from Japan

which was necessary to support the Korean War. It led to
the Japanese economic recovery.
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@In 1952, Japan made San Furanshisuko Heewa Jooyaku
(the San Francisco Peace Treaty) with 48 countries at a
conference in America. Then Japan recovered its indepen-
dence. But Japan couldn't sign a treaty with South Korea,
China and the Soviet Union.

@®In the same year, Japan made Nichibee Anzen Hoshoo
Jooyaku (the Treaty of Mutual Cooperation and Security
Between Japan and The United States of America) with
America. In this treaty it was decided that the American
military bases were to be settled in Japan for the reasons of
security for Japan and East Asia.
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®In 1956, Japan restored diplomatic relations with the
Soviet Union. But both countries couldn't made the peace
treaty due to the problem of Hoppoo Ryoodo (the Russia-
held Northern Territories). In this year, Japan became a
member of Kokuren (the United Nations).

@In 1965, Japan made Nikkan Kihon Jooyaku (the Treaty
on Basic Relations between Japan and the Republic of
Korea), so both countries restored diplomatic relations.
Japan doesn't yet have diplomatic relations with North
Korea. Japan restored diplomatic relations with the People's
Republic of China in 1972, and made Nicchuu Heewa
Yuukoo Jooyaku (the Japan-China Peace and Friendship
Treaty) in 1978.
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@After the war, the Japanese people worked hard while
suffering from food shortages and hardship. For about thirty
years of the postwar period, Japanese economy developed
dramatically. Household electrical appliances, for example
washing machines, TVs, refrigerators and cars, spread over
many households and their lives became better.

@®In 1964, the Olympic Games were held in Tokyo. At that
time, Shinkansen (the Bullet Train) and some expressways
began service making life more convenient.
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@When the economy developed quickly, the air and the
water became polluted by harmful substances from facto-
ries. Many people suffered from pollution-caused diseases,
for example Minamata disease and ltai-itai disease. The
public concern for the protection of an environment gradu-
ally increased, so Koogai Taisaku Kihon-hoo (the Basic Law
on Pollution Control) was made in 1967.

@In 1973, the oil price jumped due to the effect of the

Middle East War. Then the idea of saving energy spread
among people.
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the period when Japan lost the war and was born again
(5)the postwar Japan---longing for the peaceful world
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@ Okinawa which was governed by America in the postwar
period was returned to Japan in 1972. But many American
military bases remained in Okinawa after the return.

@ In the year of returning Okinawa, Japanese government
proclaimed Hi-kaku San Gensoku (the three nonnuclear
principles) (against producing, possessing and allowing the
entry of nuclear weapons into Japanese territory). Japan is
the only country which was a victim of atomic bombs in the
world. Japanese people are determined to realize the
nuclear-free world as a nation of such a country.
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
